Application Fee and Statement of Agreement

All applicants are required to submit a $25 (USD) application fee to defray the costs of processing. Payment must accompany the materials submitted (recording samples, etc.). Make check payable to Oklahoma Israel Exchange.  Payment, recorded samples, and all support materials MUST ARRIVE by close of business on Tuesday, February 15, 2011.

I have read and I understand the following:

1) The decision of the judges is final.
2) If selected, I am expected to arrive in Tulsa, Oklahoma at least 2 hours before my scheduled performance on Friday, April 15, 2011 at the University of Tulsa, School of Music, Tyrrell Auditorium.
3) Travel to and from Tulsa, meals & overnight accommodations, if any, are the responsibility of the contestant.
4) Repertoire for semi-finalists competing on Friday, April 15, between 9 a.m. and 5 p.m. is a full piano sonata by any composer AND a short work or movement by Mozart. 

5) Semifinalists invited to compete in the final round on Saturday, April 16, from 12:00 to 5 p.m. will be will be given the option to perform either 1) a full piano concerto OR 2) one movement from a piano concerto, and one or two other works not previously performed for the judges to comprise a total performance time of 40 to 50 minutes. They will need to provide their own accompanist if needed.
6) The winner of the competition will be announced by 6 p.m. on Saturday, April 16, 2011.
7) On Sunday, April 17, 2011, the winner will perform a selection of not more than 20 minutes, consisting of one of the unaccompanied works performed for the judges during the competition. 
8) The winner and the 2nd place winner will attend the full recital performed on the afternoon of April 17 AND will be available for at least one hour after the concert.
9) The winner agrees to accept the performances arranged for him/her in Israel for nine days in 2011-12, and will include a work by an Oklahoma composer in the repertoire.
10) The winner agrees to return to the Young Artists Competition  as scheduled during the 2012 to perform a full recital, which will include a work by an Israeli composer, and will speak of the impact that winning the competition has had on his/her life.
11) Round-trip airline tickets (for one person) between Israel and Oklahoma City or Tulsa, along with housing, meals, local transportation, and concert arrangements will be provided as part of the winner's award. THERE IS NO CASH AWARD FOR THIS COMPETITION.  Some home stays may be included.
12) All applicants indemnify and hold harmless the University of Tulsa, Jewish Federation of Tulsa, Tulsa Performing Arts Center, PMI, and OKIE and all their agents, representatives, staff, judges, and board members.
13) OKIE and its agents reserve the right to record public performances arranged for the winner and may use recorded material for any purpose and in any form, including but not limited to CD sales, broadcast by any media, fundraising efforts, and/or promotional purposes.  In addition, the winner will cooperate with OKIE in the event that arrangements may be made to produce an additional CD through one or more recording sessions.  

14) The winner will be provided one year of management support through PMI.  OKIE may provide the winner with one or more coaching sessions on stage presence and public relations.
