“Miserlou,” which they transitioned into Rimsky-Korsakov’s “Flight of the Bumblebee.”  Their 
interpretations breathe new life into classic works, while their compositions are beautifully 
melodic and highly expressive.  It’s noteworthy that the audience responded as 
enthusiastically to Brad and Vik’s original pieces as they did to the classical selections on 
the program.   

 
In my twenty-three years as Arts Council director, I’ve rarely met artists who possess 

such outstanding musicianship, professionalism, energy, flexibility, and, considering their 
impressive credentials (Royal College of Music, Moscow Conservatory, awards too 
numerous to list), humility.  If you’re looking for high performance and low maintenance, the 
Richter Uzur Duo is it!
